To parents:

This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being

involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

Today, your child learned about a very short and selfish man named Zacchaeus. He was a
tax collector who kept a lot of the money for himself. Zacchaeus wanted to meet Jesus,
but because of his size he decided to climb up a tree and hope that Jesus might see him
as He walked by. Jesus saw Zacchaeus and asked to be a guest at his house. After
meeting Jesus, Zacchaeus had a change of heart and gave half of what he had back to
the poor people. The children also learned that we need to watch and listen for Jesus, and
follow Him every day. (Scripture used: Luke 19:1-10)

Words to Remember:

"For the Son of Man came to seek and to save the lost.” Luke 19:10 NIV

Practice this verse several times with your child during the week. This will not only help
your child to remember the verse, but also it will help to reinforce what he or she
learned during class.

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:

This week would be a great time to help your child learn how to share what he or she has
with others. Zacchaeus had a lot to share, but he chose to keep it for himself. Then, Jesus
helped him change his mind. As parents, we can use this story as a stepping stone to
helping our kids see the importance of sharing what God has given to those who are in
need. Be creative when choosing something to share. You can share just about anything
with those who are in need!
