To parents:
This page lets you know what your child learned today in Sunday School. Included are "Words to
Remember" from the Bible, a suggested activity to reinforce the lesson, and a short prayer. Being
involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you.

What We Learned:

Today, your child learned about the time Jesus healed ten men with a terrible disease
called leprosy. Although Jesus healed all ten men, only one came back to say thank you.
This lesson taught your child the importance of showing gratitude and saying thank you
not only to God, but to others as well. (Scripture used: Luke 17:11-19)

Words to Remember:

"Give thanks to the Lord, for he is good." Psalm 136:1a NIV

\’I'—— Practice this verse several times with your child during the week. This will not only help
your child to remember the verse, but also it will help to reinforce what he or she
learned during class.

Suggested Parent/Child Activity:

Play a simple game called "I Thank God for ..." Choose a room or other area. It can be at
the mall, outside in the park, or at home. Take turns with your child searching the area
while quickly counting from one to ten. After getting to ten, you must quickly name
something you can see and share why you are thankful for it. While in the park you can
say for example, "One, two, three, four, five, six, seven, eight, nine, ten; | thank God for
that tree because it gives shade and the leaves are pretty." Alternate quickly back and
forth for several minutes. Also, try playing this game in different areas you visit during the
week.

Dear Lord, thank You for all of the wonderful blessings You give me. Thank You so much
for Your son Jesus. Help me remember to be thankful every day of my life. When people
treat me nice or do something special for me, help me remember to tell them thank you.
